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Optioned for film by Jennier Aniston. By a leader in the positive psychology movement,
an important book to challenge our assumptions about health, well-being, and age-- and
a book to help us to live healthier, happier lives for as long as we can. If we could turn
the clock back psychologically, could we also turn the clock back physically? In 1979,
Ellen Langer arranged for a group of elderly men to live for one week exactly as though
it was 1959, what was their prime: From the physical trappings (appliances, furniture,
food) to the discussion of "current" events (sports, politics, news). Prior to the week,
Langer ascertained their physical strength, perception, cognition, taste, hearing and
visual thresholds. When she measured these same benchmarks at the end of the week,
the results showed amazing improvement in their health and a marked change from the
dependence that they had shown previously. Langer concluded that well-being and
longevity are, to a greater extent than anyone realized, determined by our attitudes and
the attitudes of those around us. Since this fascinating and elegant experiment, Ellen
Langer has conducted a great many studies that enhance and expand on the findings.
All of her work shows that the regular and "irreversible" cycles of aging to which we all
feel subject may be but a product of our assumptions about how we are supposed to
grow old. The New York Times Magazine's "2007 Year in Ideas" issue highlighted
Langer's work in this area, specifically her experiment with hotel chambermaids and
their attitudes about exercise. Ellen J. Langer is Professor of Psychology at Harvard,
Chair of the Social Psychology Program, and a member of the Division on Aging of the
Faculty of Medicine.
